Day 1: Wednesday, December 3, 2025 Montreal, Quebec Inviting
winter cityscapes await on a sojourn through the dazzling French-
Canadian cities of Montreal and Quebec City. Arriving in Montreal,
discover a blend of all things old and new. Spend the evening as
you wish, exploring the city independently. Throughout this
festive adventure, you'll get to experience the wonderful
Christmas markets in Montreal and Quebec City, which run
Thursday to Sunday throughout the holiday season.

Day 2: Thursday, December 4, 2025 Montreal Today, set out on a
sightseeing tour of Montreal in all its holiday splendor, featuring
Jacques Cartier Square, McGill University, and the Underground
